Main Beach

This popular beach is easily accessible from
the village centre, Holiday Park and Riverfront
Kiosk.

Main Beach offers the safest surfing beach
next to the mouth of the Evans River.

It is patrolled by the Evans Head-Casino Surf
Life Saving Club during school holiday and
weekend periods between September and
April. It provides a convenient and enjoyable
place for all ages to swim and surf.

Airforce Beach

North of Main Beach is Airforce Beach,
stretching 25 kilometres north to Broadwater
Beach and onto South Ballina. This is a 4WD
favourite for families, birdwatchers and
enthusiasts of beach fishing.
